Fever of 100 degrees or above. He/She should remain at home until the fever is below 100 degrees, without medication for 24 hours.





Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or abdominal pain





Unusual drowsiness or tiredness





Sore throat





	Viral cold - the first few days when your child is most uncomfortable





	Persistent cough





	Red, inflamed eyes with a discharge





	Any sore oozing fluid or pus





	Any rash that has not been diagnosed





	Head or body lice that has not been treated


	


	Earache





	Any other symptoms which are suggestive of illness.
